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Minimum Experience:  

Minimum 500 hours flight time in a fixed wing aircraft and at least one of the following minimum 

requirements: 

− 200 hours in command of a multi engine aircraft (excluding PICUS). 

− 200 hours in command of a turbine powered fixed wing aircraft; or 
− 200 hours on aircraft certified for operation by a crew of two pilots (multi-crew aircraft) 
 

Essential Qualifications 

− Australian Part 61 Commercial Pilots Licence Aeroplane (CPL(A)) 

− Full ATPL(A) exam credit  

− Multi Engine Aeroplane Class Rating 

− Multi Engine Aeroplane Instrument Rating with IAP 2D and IAP 3D 

− CASA Class 1 Medical Certificate 

− Multi-Crew Cooperation (MCC) training certificate or equivalent   

− English Language Proficiency Level 6; and  

− Passport with the right to work in Australia and on the NJS network.
